ssp. p. paradisea Staudinger, 1893, ssp. p. arfakensis and ssp. p. chrysanthemum,

Kobayashi & Koiwaya, 1979. The ssp. arfakensis includes 3 local forms (DESLISLE

2004) and in this paper a new one is described. Until now, the population occurring in

the Wondiboi Mts was considered as belonging to ssp. paradisea arfakensis f. loc.

arfakensis (MATSUKA 2001). Since my revision of the genus Ornithoptera (DESLISLE

2004), p. 49, the exact locations have been confirmed; I therefore proceed to describe

this new local form.

Male Paratypes (Figs. 3a-f): Wingspan slightly larger: from 12 to 13,2 cm, commonly

between 11,4 and 12,5 on the nominated. Only one paratype (Fig. 3b) shows a slightly

bicoloured radial band on FW upperside; green basally gradually becoming golden sub-

apically.

Female Allotype (Figs. 4a-b): Wingspan larger: 17 cm, which varies from 13,8 to 16,2

cm and being commonly between 15 to 15,3 on nominated. On FW upperside, discal
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and submarginal pale patches reduced. On HW upperside, pale cell patch smaller. Dark

subdiscal spots smaller. Submarginal yellow band more densely darkened by dark

scaling. Dark marginal band broader and less distinctive from the submarginal band.

Underside: As for females of all other local forms, pure white discal area and yellow

submarginal band without any trace of dark shading.

Discussion

The predominant particularity of males f. loc. wondiboiensis remains the monochrome

green radial band on FW upperside. We can observe the same relative morphological

predominance on the cohabiting subspecies O. (S.) t. tithonus local form. From only one

female specimen of f. loc. wondiboiensis, we cannot speak of any predominance, but no

female among all other local forms show a so great reduction of the pale cell spot on

HW. Moreover, the degree of melanism on HW upperside is comparable to f. loc.

galatea Sugiyama, 2000 which differs by its larger pale cell spot (Fig. 8c) (sic), but not

more so than in f. loc. occidentalis Morita & Takenaka, 1988 (Fig. 8d) (sic).
